Unfortunately, the average person and apparently none of our 
federally elected officials understand that debt ignored reaches a 
point of no return, a point where there is really nothing you can do to 
cure the unavoidable demise of compounding interest.

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The annual interest on our debt payments is consuming a 
much larger por�on of the budget.  This requires more 
borrowing to pay the interest and a lot of pressure to make 

significant and repea�ng reduc�ons in other budget line items to be 
able to make the debt payments.    

Right now, for every $1 trillion our federal government receives, it is 
having to pay $220 billion in interest payments.  Thus, we paid $1.1 
trillion in interest alone in 2024 and the “2025 Federal Budget” (Biden 
FY 2025 budget) will likewise require at least $1.1 trillion in interest 
payments.   

Interest should be no more than 10% of revenue to be in a manageable  
posi�on.  We are again climbing above 20% of revenue.  

3 
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Over the last few years, interest payments on our federal debt have 
jumped from the 6th largest ` to the 3rd largest expense.  But no�ce it 
indicates the interest “net” which in no manner reflects the actual 
$1.133 billion we are actually paying on our federal debt.  
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The ribbon graphic is from the publica�on “U.S. Treasury Final Monthly 
Treasury Statement, Receipts and Outlays of the United States 
Government, For Fiscal Year 2024 Through September 30, 2024, and 
Other Periods” Figure #2 on pg 4, however in the same publica�on,  
Tables #3 (pg 9) & #5 (pg 19, Interest on the Public Debt,  shows it was 
actually (gross) $1.133037 trillion dollars for FY 2024.   

This would make debt interest the 2nd largest expense of the federal 
government.  “Gross debt interest” more accurately depicts our debt 
problem.  

Our gross federal debt exceeds America’s Gross Domes�c 
Product (GDP) which is the total value of our commerce   4

Our gross federal debt now vastly exceeds the total amount value of 
trade in the U.S. economy.  Federal debt is 121.5% of our GDP. 

Collec�vely, our “Debt as a % of GDP”, our “Yearly Interest payments in 
$” and our “Deficits as a % of Revenue” are all indica�ng trends in very 
hazardous upward direc�ons.  

 
Our federal debt now exceeds the total market value of our 
en�re Federal Gold Reserves.  

According to the treasury 
report for 2/28/25 the U.S. Treasury 
had 261,498,926 troy ounces of 
gold.  The U.S. Treasury uses a 
legally defined “book” value of 
$42.222 p/ounce that results in a 
mere $11 billion in book value.  
However, the current (3/20/25) 
“market” value of   gold is $ 
3,020.00 p/ounce which results in a 
total of $33.35 trillion dollars or 
$33,344,001,072,858 well under our 
current federal debt of $36.5 trillion.   

Of course, the U.S. has many other 
assets, but they also have another 
$2.4 trillion of “obligation” with 
regards to “currency in circulation”.  
This may(?) be the first time in 
history where our federal debt exceeded what we have in gold.   

Of course, since our US dollar is no longer linked to or backed by gold, 
(President Richard Nixon, August of 1971) our “cash” money’s true value 
is only what people think its worth.   Thus our U.S. dollar is precarious.    

The very day a few million people or a couple of nations think America is 
starting to wobble, is the day our currency starts the journey towards 
becoming worthless.  

Collectively, if other nations begin to think our debt is too high 
to successfully be managed, several death nail actions start 

occurring.  They are;

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Nail 1) Peoples of the world will stop respecting our government bonds 
as sound investments, thus we lose our ability to pay our bills and 
obligations, causing greater fear for anyone holding federal bonds, 

Nail 2) Many current people/nations holding federal bonds may start to 
“cash” them in early before their maturity, to then convert them 
into a different and more stable investment,  

Nail 3) Purchasers of our now risky bonds will stop buying them entirely 
or wait until we offer higher interest rates and only buy them for 
very short durations, (1-14 days) thus making the threat of total 
default (bankruptcy) much worse,  

Nail 4) The troubled view of the dollar’s value quickly leads to massive 
hyper-inflation inside of the USA.  Soon, it could indeed take a full 
day’s wages to buy the grain to make a loaf of bread. (Revelation 6:6 
a soon to come true Bible prophecy)    

 

Fed Rate increases and resul�ng interest rates required to 
refinance the federal debt, vastly exasperate the payment 
service ability of the federal debt.  

Everyone should understand that the interest rate on any loan can 
mater more than the total value of the loan.  The federal debt is $36.6 
trillion.  Locking in a loan interest rate for the en�re term makes 
budge�ng simple, the addi�onal interest debt burden on annual income 
doesn’t change.  However, much of the federal government’s debt is 
financed using short term periods less than 2 years, a significant por�on 
is less than 6 months in term and there are even super short terms 
las�ng only days.  While many of the debt securi�es are “fixed rates” the 
fact that they are “short terms” means the federal debt is really 
financed using “variable” interest rates” because much of our debt 
instruments are short term.  What that means, is increased uncertainty 
with regards to accurately making budget projec�ons.   

In 2024 the “averaged” debt interest rate the government paid was 
3.324%, … higher than any year since 2010.  This is a danger signal!

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The interest rate really maters, in the following chart we can see the 
effects of just a 1% increase in the interest rate.  
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The interest on the federal debt can turn on us at any �me, for a variety 
of reasons that we have no control over.  It has been rising over the last 
3 years.  
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I find it quite odd that the U.S. Treasury does not show debt interest 
payments as “mandatory” outlays … do they think we do not have to 
pay the holders of debt bonds and bills the interest that is due?  Yes, I 
get that “mandatory” means prescribed by a congressed passed law, but 
maybe congress doesn’t pay aten�on to interest debt because they do 
not see it as mandatory?   The reality is that it is mandatory, because if 
the government ever fails to pay interest and/or redeem these 
revenue (loans) bonds or bills, America is toasted.  Where will the 
money then come from?  
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Here is some federal government leadership wisdom … when 
you are deep in credit card debt, get another credit card and use 
it to pay off the other credit card debt you are unable to pay.  If 
you have 5 credit cards maxed out, get 5 more and use them to 

pay off the others.  

Obviously, that is not wisdom, it is 
uter foolishness!   

What the Federal Reserve is doing for 
each Congress and each President is 
obtaining more and more new loans to 
pay off;  a) old loans,  b) deficit 
overspending and c) the interest on 
those loans and they do that year a�er 
year.   

Let’s be clear, NO DEBT IS BEING PAID 
DOWN its just con�nually being 
refinanced.  

All year long, the Federal Reserve pays 
those who bought T-bills or bonds, by 
selling even more T-bills and bonds.    

We are not paying any debt, we are 
(symbolically) con�nually refinancing with 
thousands of new credit cards each year, (new 
bonds and T-Bills) and somehow thinking we 
can get away with that forever?  

 

 

 

When our debt reaches the “weak confidence level”, our 
currency becomes weaker, meaning it takes more of it to 
purchase the same things we use to buy.  Ini�ally we refer to this 

as “infla�on”.  A brief and simplis�c overview is warranted.  

Regular infla�on might be regarded as when things begin to gradually 
cost more because of gradually higher labor and material costs at home 
here in America.

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Another type of infla�on results from shortage of some product.  If you 
recall, during the ini�al Covid pandemic, we experienced a shortage of 
toilet paper.  Prices went way up, people were buying out stores and 
stores began ra�oning it, people started selling individual roles on line 
for exorbitant prices.  Controlling this kind of infla�on requires 
maintaining a good balance between supply and demand.  

Another kind of infla�on results when things cost more because our 
money is worth less than it use to be on a global scale, which means 
imported materials cost more and labor demands more income to offset 
the devalued currency for any country significantly ac�ve in global 
markets.   

S�ll another type of infla�on results from prin�ng money without good 
assets or solid credit paying ability to back it up.  This is the worst kind of 
infla�on and it quickly spirals into “hyperinfla�on.”  Just because a 
country prints money does not mean any other country will s�ll accept 
its water down for full value.    

There are two main reasons a na�on will print excessive money, a) the 
inability to pay bills or service debt and b) a major war which requires 
huge amounts of capital and labor to fund it.   

The loss of confidence by those lending money to the borrower is why 
lenders are only willing to lend if a higher interest rate is offered.  Right 
now,  the USA is having to raise its rates to get people to lend it money.  
See the red line in the adjoining chart.  You hear President Trump 
repea�ng 
that the 
“Fed” 
needs to 
lower the 
prime rate, 
because he 
knows that 
will vastly 
ease the 
pressure to 
make our 
current 
debt 
payments.  

Interest Expense (cost) 
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Rising debt interest rates equates to uncertainty, instability and 
weakness.  Those with a poor credit score pay higher interest rates.  
While higher interest might be expected in war �me, we are not yet in a 
war, unless you consider being so deeply in debt that we can only repay 
our debt with greater and greater amounts of borrowed money.  If we 
were to get into a war next week, our exis�ng debt ensures that all of 
the war would have to be financed above the what we are already 
borrowing to make our monthly debt payments.  As such, we can create 
a simple equa�on that expresses a very real scenario that could at this 
point in �me destroy America … 

$36.6 trillion   +   any substan�al war  =  inability to     = hyperinfla�on 
in debt       raise capital   

Most every modern na�on par�cipates to varying degrees in a global 
economy,  i.e., trade between na�ons is desired, expected and beneficial 
to all those par�cipa�ng.  A world war would throw the global 
economies into a tailspin, yet we are indeed flir�ng ever closer to 
WWIII.  Those best able to ride out a prolonged war will be those who 
have litle debt, lots of human capital and lots of strategic material 
reserves.  America is in a very weakened condi�on, not fi�ng of our 
“super power” status.  Here are some very bad hyperinfla�on cases.

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In the simplest of terms here is what our federal 
government leaders have been doing:   

1. Expec�ng and ge�ng revenue of $4.8 trillion  
2. Spending $6.0 trillion  
3. Resul�ng in $ 1.2 trillion of new debt. 
4. Paying nothing on the credit card debt they already owe. 
5. Borrowing more $ to pay the interest they owe. 
6. No money has gone to actually paying down the loan value.  The 

last �me the federal debt went down, was the 1st year Nixon was 
in office (1969) a�er Johnson.  For the last 56 years it has only 
gone up. 

7. Using the last ditch method of ge�ng new loans, to pay off  
exis�ng loans.  

Why is nobody we elected doing anything about this?  

#1 Party poli�cs 

A. The dirty litle secret for the Republican and Democra�c par�es 
is this; both are mafias.

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$500k to the party, I need you to … a) arrange a government 
contract to buy 250,000 of my widgets.” or  b) “pass a law 
requiring consumers to install my widgets in their home”  or  c) 
“give our NGO non-profit several hefty government contracts to 
support our work.”  

D. Only a�er a house of senate party member demonstrates several 
years of party loyalty (not American loyalty) in bringing in money 
and establishes an ability to “help make things happen” will they 
be offered leadership roles.  Once they begin to rise within the 
party, they may not have to spend so much �me “dialing for 
dollars” as it’s referred to, they will however become the 
“facilitators” to arrange the passage of spending bills or new laws 
that reward the money donors.   

E. Blue/Red/Green jello trading is what I call another 
dominate ac�vity revolves around in our Na�ons 
Capital.  This jello has another name called “poli�cal 
capital” … it’s another form of “off the books power” 
that our representa�ves use a�er they learn how to 
acquire this colored jello.

F. If we were to add up all the poli�cal energy spent by both par�es 
devising and implemen�ng stunts that blame the other party for 
one problem or another, I would es�mate that at 95% for the top 
party officials.  These people are really not working for you and I; 
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they are working for their party bosses and thus spend most of 
their �me trying to reduce the influence of the other party.  We 
are divided as a na�on because Democra�c and Republican party 
leaders are working hard to ensure Americans see the other as 
the enemy.  These two par�es work very hard to convince each 
of us, that the enemy is our neighbor.  The fact is, that our debt is 
so high, is due to both of these two par�es.  Over spending and 
improper spending is a problem both par�es have.   

G. In summary, our en�re congress is not at all focused on 
America’s real problems, they are en�rely focused on; a) 
pleasing the party bosses,  b) dialing for dollars, c) arranging 
support for party boss bills and funding, d) working to get a 
commitee assignment and may even a leadership role on a 
commitee, e) bargaining with others to get more jello and when 
they have more jello, using it to influence others.  

#2 Actually fixing the debt problem will not get you reelected.  

1. While our house and senate representa�ve’s 1st goal is ini�ally to 
please their party bosses, they do recognize that it takes voters 
to get them reelected.  No�ce I did not say their goal is to do 
what’s best for America, … it’s to get reelected.  

2. To get reelected they chase the largest voter blocks first.  If they 
cut back on spending, those ac�ons will end up hur�ng voters of 
one flavor or another.  This is why once a federal program and 
related spending is started; it is nearly impossible to kill.  

3. Needs verses wants.  Out of all our government en��es, the 
federal government should be the least concerned with wants, 
and restricted to structural needs while le�ng states, coun�es 
and ci�es deal with wants.    

Here is the logic of our congressmen/women … “ignore it, I’m not man 
or woman enough to tackle this debt beast.”  Maybe why so many are in 
an uproar with President Trump, is that he is trying to tackle the 
problem ... and it’s been so long that nobody knows what not spending 
beyond our tax revenue looks like!
